Intern as approved by BCSLA Board of Directors if the Candidate has not met the criteria):

a. Academic transcripts must be received by the BCSLA office directly from the learning institution (as outlined in
BCSLA Registered Landscape Architect Application Form).

b. International Credentials Evaluation Services (ICES) Report or World Evaluation Service (WES) Course by
Course Evaluation must be received by BCSLA office directly from ICES or WES. This information is used
primarily by post-secondary institutions and professional organizations. For more information, please visit

3) Proof of satisfactory training and knowledge of the English language, and any other information and documents
required by the Credentials Committee (the Credentials Committee may ask Candidate to apply as a BCSLA Intern
as approved by BCSLA Board of Directors if the Candidate has not met the criteria):
